Carolyn welcomed everyone to the luncheon meeting and introduced Kent Farnsworth, PHCC’s AtD Coach.  Kent reported that PHCC has received meritory recognition for cooperative learning and indicated that we are becoming known as the southern cooperative learning institute.  He also congratulated the college on the outstanding participation of faculty and administrators in the survey conducted by MDRC researching the use of data.  With accreditation becoming more rigorious and colleges having to prove with data that they are doing what they say, the process will be easier on on AtD colleges.  Projected plans are to certify a number of colleges as AtD Colleges using available funding sources such as the Gates Foundation to be channeled through AtD with focus to establish successful strategies.   With only one year left in the grant, Kent encouraged the college to stay involved as much as possible with the practices we’ve developed during the grant period (data gathering, etc.).  
Jacki presented an update on the Higher Education Act regarding changes which were announced last spring (see PowerPoint handbout):

· new R/E (Race/Ethnicity) reporting categories

· revise finance data collected for both GASB and FASB institutions

· eliminate first-professional degree category

· collect more detailed student financial aid data

Greg Hodges presented an updated on cooperative learning activities:

· Fall ’08 - 15 faculty received stipends for CL activities

· Three workshops were held for full-time faculty

· Three workshops are planned for spring for full-time and three for part-time faculty

Taiwo Ande gave a demonstration of the Data Warehouse and indicated training will be available at a later time.

Carolyn mentioned that the Lumina Strategy Institute is scheduled for February in San Francisco, California.   Also, a Data Summit is scheduled for March which will be a culmination of all data, to include Title III.  The plan is to have as many faculty and staff members as possible to attend.
